1 teaspoon lemon zest

1 (10 inch) prepared angel food cake

1. Place peaches in a large bowl, and gently toss with lemon juice. Place 1 Contest
cup of peaches in a blender, set aside remaining slices, and blend until
smooth. Place yogurt into a bowl; stir in the peach puree and lemon zest

2. Cut the angel food cake into squares and place half in the bottom of a Costume Parade at 3:30pm
glass dish.
